e A 25 year old white female calls crying uncontrollably. She says that she has awakened in a strange location
and her clothes and belongings are missing. She says there are used needles around her and the place is
wrecked from what looks like a big party. She says she has been raped. We advise her to call 911 so they can
find her location by tracking the phone number and be able to take her to the hospital. Later that day, she
calls again and reports that she has no income and no insurance so she must seek help for her addiction
problem through a service other than the hospital. She arrives for a FREE, CONFIDENTAIL alcohol/drug as-
sessment and the staff gets busy locating a treatment center that can take her in her present financial situa-
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next need is to find her way up to the treatment center because her car was not in working condition. A bus
ticket was donated by a local church and she walkedtdocks from our office (in downtown Tupelo) to the
bus station. The Director of the treatment center met her at the bus station at her destination and she was
able to check in that day. That was 6 months ago and today, this young woman is doing well, dedicated to
her recovery and slowly but surely rebuilding a life for herself, reconnecting with her family and has hope
for a positive future without drugs and alcohol. She stayed a while in treatment instead of opting to get out
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get addicted and lose everything overnight and she would not be able to recover andbeild her life over-
night. We believe she has a bright future as long as her recovery comes first.

e A 37 yr. old black male walks in off the street and asks for help. During the assessment, he reports that he is
not only addicted to crack, but also has been diagnosed asgular (manic depression) and cannot afford his
medications. His wife and family left him because of the addiction and the erratic behavior displayed be-
cause of the addiction and not taking his medications. He sobs as he talks about how much he misses his
family. He talks about how all his close male friends are also addicts and how they shared drugs and kept
secrets for years. But the recent loss of his job and then his family leaving drove him to seek help. We talked
about all the treatment options available,: the cost, bed availability, and time in the program. He did not like
the choices nor the idea of going off to treatment. He said he wanted to think it over. We advised him not to
wait. Three days later, his photo was seen on a local TV channel having been arrested for possession with
intent to sell drugs. His opportunity to chose getting help has passed as now choices will be made for him by
the courts and everybody loses in this situation.

Without the funding of United Way many individuals would not be able to rise above their addiction.
Through the National Council on Alcohol and Drug Dependence, United Way offers hope and a way out.
