ages 18-21, for a career in nursing.  
 

In order to be selected, applicants must meet all the eligibility requirements and 
complete the application process, which includes an interview and academic assess-
ment. Applicants must be high school graduates or have a GED. They must also dis-
play good citizenship and be of good moral character. The program is free of charge 
and covers all materials needed by the students, including scrubs and state testing 
fees. 

Once selected, participants will be required to pass a drug test, undergo a back-
ground check, start hepatitis shots and take the TB skin test. These steps are neces-
sary due to patient contact and the requirements for the state board examination 
for Certified Nursing Assistant. Class size is limited to twenty. 

During our 16  week program, students will divide their time between hours of  
classroom training and our nurse shadowing program, which is  part of their clinical 
training. Upon completing the program, participants will take the state board ex-
amination for certification as a CNA. 

At a time when workforce development is needed in our community, we are thrilled 
to be able to offer this type of training, which allows students to go straight into the 
workforce in the field of health care.   We believe this is a great opportunity for our 
participants to start out on a career path that may lead them on to LPN or  RN de-
grees and beyond.  

The United Way Student Nursing Academy program will be housed at our Way to 
Work/Families First Resource Center location at 101 West Commerce Street in Ab-
erdeen.
