United Way Agency Spotlight: Time to Rehabilitate the RRC

Regional Rehabilitation Center

The Regional Rehabilitation Center needs some rehabilitation of its
own these days. That is, the 45 year old building located in Tupelo is in dire
need of improvements to its infrastructure. According to Kay Mathews, Re-
gional Rehab Center Director, the aging building is in need of plumbing and
masonry repair along with a need to replace the aquatic therapy pool.

Plans include filling in the aquatic therapy pool, which is currently
located in the center of the building. A new stainless steel pool will be lo-
cated at the front of the building. The former pool area will house the multi-
discipline area for Occupational Therapy and Physical Therapy treatment.
The Physical Therapy Department will also receive some structural changes.

Extensive funding is needed for this project. According to Mathews,
$1.5 million has already been received in grants from the Appalachian Re-
gional Commission, Community Development Block Grant, Carpenter Foun-
dation, and the CREATE / Marchbanks Endowment. With the fund raising
going well, Mathews says, bids on the proposed renovations will open April
10th and by May 1st the project could well get underway.

During the renovations Regional Rehabilitation Center will be tem-
porarily housed at the Cedars Traceway Retirement Community. With con-
